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The Government First Grade College and PG Centre, Dharwad, Estab-
lished in 2006 by the Government of Karnataka, Department of Collegiate
Education, and affiliated to Karnatak University, Dharwad, the college
began with 64 students and has witnessed phenomenal growth over the
last 19 years and it emerging as an educational hub of North Karnataka
by attracting large numbers of rural, economically backward and socially
marginalized students.

College provides quality higher education in Arts, Commerce, Manage-
ment, Science, and Postgraduate Programmes in Commerce and English.
The college is located in Kumareshwar Nagar, close to the new central bus
terminus, Dharwad.

The campus spans 4 acres of government land and boasts its own build-
ings and infrastructure facilities. The college faculty has made sincere ef-
forts toward the tremendous development of the institution through innova-
tive and skill-development-based academic and co-curricular programmes
undertaken by its various units.

As a result of these quality initiatives, the college has attracted a grow-
ing number of students, reaching a current strength of 4,638 students. The
institution has 40 full-time faculty members and more than 85 guest faculty
teachers.

DEPARTMENT OF HISTORY

The Department of History was established in 2006, the same
year the college came into existence. Initially, the department started
with just 26 students. At present, it has grown significantly and now
caters to around 1,683 students, reflecting its steady progress and
popularity among learners of history and culture.

Further for experiential learning, the department also arrang-
es study tours and field visits to historical sites and heritage mon-
uments, enabling students to connect classroom learning with re-
al-world historical contexts.

Through these initiatives, the Department of History continues to
uphold its mission of promoting historical research, critical think-
ing, and cultural awareness among students.
